Should you be a winner of an award, be prepared to perform at the Wednesday, March 7, 2012 BMC

program at Trinity Lutheran Church at 10:30 a.m. Awards of $400 for first place, $300 for second
place, and $200 and third place, will be presented at that concert.

Invite any of your family and friends to come to the Monday, March 13 auditions as an audience
member. Award winners will be announced about 15 minutes after the end of the competition.
